 Precipitation that falls on
land can be traced to water
that’s evaporated from Lake Erie.

Lake Erie’s moderating effects on
the local climate support regional
specialization in viticulture
(growing grapes), nurseries and
other agriculture activities.

Lake Erie absorbs heat from the
sun. Lake Erie loses heat by water
evaporation.

In the winter, regional snow belts
along Lake Erie’s U.S. coast extend
from Cleveland to Buffalo.

Changes in Lake Erie’s circulation,
water temperature and ice cover
can produce changes in local
weather patterns.
