Largemouth Bass OUTLOOK: EXCELLENT
Largemouth bass were sampled by electrofishing during spring 2008. Seventy-seven percent of the bass
sampled were 12" and greater. Twenty-three percent of these fish were also 15".

Channel Catfish OUTLOOK: EXCELLENT

Alternate year stockings of channel catfish should provide excellent fishing opportunities. Catfish stocked in
2007 should easily average 18" by 2010.

Sunfish OUTLOOK: EXCELLENT

Sunfish were sampled by electrofishing during spring 2008. Fifty-two percent of the bluegill sunfish
sampled measured 6" or more.
