Largemouth Bass OuUTLOOK: FAIR

A 2008 electrofishing survey showed that overall bass numbers are low as compared to other lakes, with
most fish 13-16 inches long. Fish along shoreline structure and weed bed edges.

Bluegill Sunfish OUTLOOK: GOOD
A 2008 electrofishing survey showed good numbers of 5-7 inch bluegills. Try using wax worms or red
worms around brushy shoreline areas and weed bed edges.

Bullhead Catfish OUTLOOK: EXCELLENT
Good numbers of 9 - 12" bullheads. Spring fishing is best using night crawlers or red worms fished on the
bottom.

Crappie OUTLOOK: FAIR
Moderate numbers of 7 - 10" fish, some up to 13". Fish brushy shoreline areas, March - May best.

Channel Catfish OUTLOOK GOOD
Good population of channel catfish up to 20 inches. Over 16,000 catfish have been stocked since 2004.
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
