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The purpose of this memorandum is to clarify the flagging requirements on application and permit areas. Please follow the following Guidelines:

· Flagging needs to be completed before the application is submitted to the Division for completeness.
· Ribbon or stakes with painted tops are acceptable. 
· Ribbon may be attached to stakes, living trees or other permanent objects. 
· When staking pasture fields or areas where the stakes may be knocked down steel “T” posts are suggested. 
· The flagging needs to be visible from one marker to the next. 
· Extra flagging is better. 
· The flagging needs to be maintained for the life of the permit. 
Use the following colors for flagging:
Orange – The permit boundary.  

Orange with Black Stripes – Stream Buffer Zones (the areas that will not be  

                                                 disturbed) 

Orange with White Stripes – Designated “no surface disturbance” areas 
                                                 (highwall miner/auger areas, PFL areas, 
                                                  archaeology sites, etc.) 

If a stream buffer zone is within an area already designated as “no surface disturbance” which is already flagged with orange and white ribbon the stream buffer zone does not need to be flagged.
If “no surface disturbance” areas have a common boundary with the permit boundary they do not need flagged along the already flagged permit boundary.
