Starting January 1, 2010 all ARPs and Coal Permit Update Letters are to be submitted to the Cambridge DMRM Office to the attention of Shawn Murphy. Shawn will be the application manager for all new ARPs. Please contact Shawn for any new ARP matters. For the near future Treva will be finishing up the current ARPs that are already in progress so work with her on finishing these up.  

Also on January 1, 2010 we will be initiating the Electronic ARP Submittal Process. We are moving things around on the website to make them easier to find so the guidelines for using this system are on our web site under the ARP heading under Electronic Forms.  Contact Shawn for further instructions on using this system. I do want to encourage everyone to use the electronic submittal process. It will be awkward for all of us at first but should be faster and more efficient when we get it working well. The key is using the new email address for APRs (ARP@dnr.state.oh.us) and the file transfer priority (ftp) site. If you do not already have a password for the ftp site you will need to contact Shawn. When you go to the ftp site it may ask you to download some operational software to make it work. It will give instructions on how to do that. Each company will have their own secure site to post information.
